0343 to confirm available seats. We will hold your seat for up to a week while you send your completed reservation
form and non-refundable deposit of $400/ person. If we cannot confirm you on one of our trips, we can place your
name on our waiting list. We advise you to book early.

A general guideline for an
average gratuity is a minimum of 10 percent of the total trip cost.

Valuable jewelry and other valuables should not be taken on the river

ENTRANCE FEE

The National Par Service requires that all Grand Canyon outfitters collect entrance fees form participants of White-
water trips originating at Lees Ferry. Passengers on the lower canyon trips will pay an entrance fee when they enter
the park at the South Rim. Wilderness River Adventures will add $20 one-time entrance fee per person to your
statement. Please notify us if you have a valid National Park pass or Senior pass. We require a copy of your pass by
final payment
